Slow and poorly (difficult) dissolving of
medicinal substances in cold water

Large crystal medicinal

substances are poorly » copper sulphate (1:3)
moistened by water, so they « alums (1:3)
should be grinded in the mortar
with a portion of water; then the
rest of water is added

Cases of slow and poorly (difficult) dissolving
medicinal substances in cold water

boric acid (1:25)
sodium tetraborate (1:16)
calcium gluconate (1:30)

ethacridine lactate (1:50)

Substances, which are slowly
soluble in cold water, should be }>
dissolved in hot water

Substances, which are slow
soluble in cold water, should be }>

dissolved in boiling water in the furacilin (1:4200)

presence of 0.9 % solution of
sodium chloride
